Archery report from Mike Collins

Kestrels Archery Club held its 35th annual Worcester Tournament at Stratton Upper School’s sports hall on Sunday. This is the club’s annual UK record status archery indoor event. 
There were successes for local archers in the single round (60 arrows shot at a five-zone target at 20 yards). Kestrels’ own Lorraine Tebbs took a bronze medal in the Compound Ladies section with a score of 253 behind Silver Arrow Archer Marion Sambridge with a score of 292. However, they were both outshone by the Clophill pair of Lesley Brown and Suzi Bredin who both had perfect scores of 300, the only ones on the day. 

In the Gentlemen Longbow section, Kestrels veteran Mike Collins won a silver medal for a score of 178, only 5 points ahead of Hinxworth’s Dave Chudley but 3 points behind Hinxworth’s Derek Bridgewater. In the Gentlemen Barebow section, Kestrels’ Simon Kennedy won a gold medal with a score of 236, 16 points clear of Syed Hussain from One Nation Archery Club from Luton.
In the team events the 4-strong Kestrels recurve team of Michael Klein, Carl Tebbs, Julia Holmes and Helen Horner won silver medals for a combined score of 1055, only 9 points adrift of the golden quartet from Peacock Archers. In the longbow team Kestrels Mike Collins and John Smith pooled 328 points to gain silver medals behind the golden Hinxworth pair of Derek Bridgewater and Dave Chudley’s total of 354.

The Married Couple Recurve gold medals went to Sue and Simon Bunker from Newport Pagnell Archers, 15 points ahead of Kestrels newly-weds Michael Klein and Lady Paramount for the day, Romana Klein-Mikulkova, receiving silver medals for a combined score of 523.
In the double rounds (120 arrows), Michael Klein gained a silver medal position with a score of 553 (273+280) behind Aim4sport’s Steven Wilson with 565 (281+284). In the Ladies Recurve discipline Julia Holmes received a bronze medal for a score of 530 (257+273). Mike Collins gained gold medal position with a score of 377 (178+199) in the Gentlemen Longbow ahead of teammate John Smith in silver medal-winning place with a score of 266 (150+116).
